Тема урока: Genres of Cinema.
По УМК О.В. Афанасьевой «Rainbow English» (Unit 3, Step 4)
Тип урока: урок комплексного применения знаний и умений.
Цель: развитие личности учащегося на основе применения предметных знаний.
Задачи:
1) образовательная (предметная): ввести лексические единицы по теме «Genres of Cinema», учить применять умение  запрашивать и давать информацию и ситуации «Inviting to the Cinema», учить описывать фильм на основе плана и ключевых слов, находить необходимую информацию в процессе чтения и аудирования;

2) развивающая (метапредметная): развитие умения применять знания в новой ситуации, развивать умение работать в паре, сравнивать, оценивать действия.

3) воспитательная: воспитывать интерес к предмету через ситуацию успеха и взаимопомощи.
Оборудование: презентация.

Plan.
1) Организационный этап.
Good morning students. As you can see the lesson today won’t be usual. We have some guests today. I hope you’ll be active and productive.

2) Listening. Record 45. 

Students, I suggest doing a listening task for beginning. You will hear 4 dialogues. (They all take place in the places connected with entertainment.) Where do these conversations take place? You can see all the possible variants on the screen. One is extra.

a) the dialogue takes place in the circus.

b) the dialogue takes place at the theatre.

c) the dialogue takes place in the box office.

d) the dialogue takes place outs I de the cinema house.

e) the dialogue take place at home.

Listen once again. Complete the task matching the dialogues with the places. Look at the screen and check your results. How many mistakes have you done?

3) Home task revision. Presentation of dialogues.
Do you go to the cinema alone or do you go with your friends? Invite your friend to the cinema. 

Sample dialogue:

A: Let’s go to the cinema on Sunday.

B: Sure. It’s a great idea.

A: Why not go to the Madagascar?

B: Ok, it’s the best cinema theatre in our city.

What film would you like to watch?

A: They show several good films: “Dog’s way home”, “T-34” and “Three Heroes and the Heir to the Throne”.

B: Let’s watch “T-34”. They say it’s a powerful film.

A: Which show do you prefer: morning, afternoon or evening?

B: I prefer a morning show. The tickets are cheaper then.

A: Ok, let’s meet at nine at the bus stop.

4) Revision. Speaking about films and impression they left. Look at the screen. You can see some posters. Have you seen this film? What do you think about it?

Sample answer: I have seen this film. It is … (a good fun, the actors’ playing is fantastic...)
5) Introduction of the objective of the lesson.

 We know a lot and can do a lot when we speak on the topic “Cinema”. Let’s us sum up what we know and what we can. But … Are all films alike or different?

Are all films of the same genre? Do you know any names of film genres? What else do we need to know to speak about films in details? Did we try to speak about film actors and film directors? What will our goals at the lesson be?

(Students give answers and speak about the objective and goals of the lesson with the help of the screen).
6) Introduction of new words “Genres of Cinema”. Record 46.

Let’s learn new words (a horror film, an adventure film, a thriller, a crime film, an action film, a western, a war film, a psychological drama, a comedy, a musical, a science fiction/sci-fi, a family film, a documentary film, a cartoon, a fantasy film).
· Listen to the words 

· Repeat the words 

· Guess their meaning 

· Practise them by matching the pictures and the words. 

Sample answer: Number 1 is a war film.

6) Reading practice. 
I suggest reading descriptions of different film genres in ex.8, p. 22. Match the description and the type of film. 

7) Speaking practice.
 Let's test your knowledge of cinematography. Here are shots from some popular films of different genres. Read the name of the film and give its genre. 

8) Reading practice “Famous Actors and Actresses”.
Cinema cannot exist without actors' and actresses' acting. Let’s read some short texts about great actors and actresses of the past. Match each text with a film star you see on the screen. Look at the screen and name this star once again.
9) Grammar revision “Future-in-the-Past”.
Make these sentences reported.
1. Peter: Sergey Bezrukov will play the central part in a new film.
2. Mrs Fox: This film will be a blockbuster.

3. Mr Cook: Your children will like this comedy.

4. John: Robert, will you go to the cinema with me in the evening?

5. Harry: Rose, will you appear in this film?

6. Mary: What film will you watch at the Cinemastar?

7. Greg: When and where shall we meet, Ann?

8. Mrs Evans: Who will buy tickets for the musical?
